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Bypass Proxy Server

If you use a proxy server to access Internet content, it may be necessary to bypass the proxy servers to access Core-CT.  Note: The steps detailed in this job aid are for Internet Explorer users only; Netscape users should consult their local technology support group.

1. Launch Internet Explorer.

2. In Internet Explorer, click on "Tools" in the menu bar.  Then select "Internet Options.”

3. In the box that opens up, click on the "Connections" tab.  Click on the "LAN Settings" button.  
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4. If your agency uses a proxy server, both the "Use a proxy server" checkbox and "Bypass proxy server for local addresses" checkbox should have a check in them.  Click the "Advanced" button.  
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5. A box labeled "Proxy Settings" will open.  Enter “corect.ct.gov;*.doit.state.ct.us” (do not include the quotes) into the text box labeled Exceptions.  
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6. After this has been completed, click OK on each of the windows that you have opened.  You should have all of the Internet Explorer settings windows closed now.
Advanced Browser Settings
The settings detailed in this section are recommended for Internet Explorer to optimize Core-CT use.

1. In Internet Explorer, click on "Tools" in the menu bar.  Then select "Internet Options.”  
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2. Click on the “Advanced” tab.
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3. Scroll down to “Show friendly HTTP error messages,” and uncheck the checkbox.
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4. Scroll down to “Empty Temporary Internet Files folder when browser is closed,” and check the checkbox.
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5. Click “Apply.”
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6. Click “OK.”
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Close ALL instances of Internet Explorer and then reopen your browser for the updated settings to take effect.
